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How we started

Bendigo Heritage Attractions, formerly known as The Bendigo Trust, was established in 1970 as a response to the Bendigo City Council’s plan to restore, conserve and manage the Central Deborah Gold Mine, which had closed its doors as an operating gold mine in November 1954.

Since then, we have continued to run the Central Deborah Gold Mine, while overseeing some of Bendigo’s other cherished historic assets; including the Bendigo Tramways, Bendigo Chinese Joss House and the Bendigo Gasworks and Victoria Hill site.

Bendigo Heritage Attractions operates as a company limited by guarantee with members from the local community forming its board of directors.

The board of directors, members, staff and volunteers are responsible for the preservation and presentation of the attractions. We “tell the story”, educate and entertain in a safe and exciting environment.

The contribution made by volunteers provides invaluable support to our tourism industry and in maintaining Bendigo’s story.

Central Deborah Gold Mine

Capturing Bendigo’s industrial ‘Golden Era’ the Central Deborah Gold Mine, situated on the Deborah Quartz Reef is 410 metres deep and is preserved in its operational state.  Visitors can see how miners worked until 1954.  Underground tours take visitors 61, 85 or 228 metres underground. Guides give a personalised tour telling stories and explaining gold mining practices of the era.

Bendigo Tramways

Visitors take a ride on a historic vintage tram with a commentary describing some of Bendigo’s famous history and architecture.  The tour commences at Central Deborah Gold Mine travelling to North Bendigo terminus at the Bendigo Joss House, via the Tramways Depot.  The Tramways Depot is a working depot that is involved in maintenance and restoration of historic trams around the world. Visitors can do a self-guided tour of the tram depot when it is open.

The Chinese Joss House

Bendigo’s Chinese Joss House is a place of worship.  It is one of the few remaining original buildings of its type in Australia.  At the Joss House you can discover more about the Chinese migrants who came to Bendigo in search of gold.  The building is made from locally handmade bricks and painted red to symbolise the traditional Chinese colour denoting strength and vitality.  Bendigo Joss House is an important part of Bendigo’s cultural history.
